QOverall, the results of our analyses of scientists reasoning live or
"InVivo" reveal a number of important features of the analogical reasoning
process. First, analogy is common. Second, while the scientists do make
analogies based on superficial features, they more frequently and
spontaneously generate analogies based deep structural features and
higher-order relations. Third, the goals that the scientists have influences
the range over which an analogy is applied. Fourth, the scientists appear to
be using the analogies as scaffolding. Once the analogies serve their
purpose of building new explanations and models they are discarded and
this is why they forget them. Before discussing the implications of these
findings for theories of analogy, I will discuss our work on analogy in anothe
naturalistic context - Politics.
